112 to 3l4 oz. Worm Drive Oil, No. 49-32-0050. 
Align ‘U” notch in locking collar to be visible through oil fill hole 
before filling. 

Lubricate with worm drive oil prior to assembly. 

NOTES 
Do not use pliers or other tools that might nick or mar 
any part of this spring. Spring loop must move freely 
under screw and around raised boss on upper guard. 
Replace spring if damaged or deformed. 

Use red loctite to assemble to motor housing. 

Flat side of seat toward bearing. 
Replace if removed from gear case. 

Sharp edge towards bearing. 

Place in groove in gear case. 

Replace if nut can be threaded on by hand.
